Crazy Horse Memorial will hold a special event for our veterans and active
service members on Friday, September 3rd, where 'One Empty Seat' - a
National Chair of Honor - will be unveiled in the Native American Educational
and Cultural Center at Crazy Horse Memorial. The bond between Indian
Nations and the US military has been and remains strong.
